The purpose of The Chamber Music Connection is to provide
chamber music education for music students of all ages (including
adults) and abilities, from the eatliest levels of proficiency to the
most advanced.

Open to all string, wind, and piano students, participants are af-
forded the opportunity to hear, see, and work with professional
chamber music ensembles and musicians in concerts, master
classes, and workshops. Programs are primarily geared to the study
of string chamber music repertoire, but they also include collabo-
ration of strings with winds and piano.

Based on their prior expetience in chamber music and their age
and skill level, participants are generally placed in groups of three,
four, or five, allowing for an intimate learning experience. One
player on a part encourages individual growth in both musical
abilities and reading skills.

e Friday after-school ensemble coaching sessions for students of
all ages and abilities.

e Students will be assigned to one of two ensemble coaching
sessions: Session I 5:00 — 6:00pM OR Session II 8:00 —
